Recently a collection of old Pennsylvania Railroad Photographs of the 

Army – Navy Game and the trains that served the stadium were unearthed.

This is the sixth in the series of photographs.
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This is how all the trains were serviced. A class M-1 steam locomotive pushes a class X-29 Box car. The specially modified tender in front of the locomotive supplies boiler water for the electric locomotives which in-turn generate steam to keep the cars warm while all the passengers are enjoying the game. The tank car in the rear carries oil for the steam generator in the GG-1. This photograph is believed to be from 1952.
