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MP-54 TROOP TRAIN
In this photograph believed to be from 1940 or 1941, a four car set of MP54 commuter cars, including one MPB-54 has just discharged the PRR’s “troops”.

The shuttle ran from Broad and 30th Street stations to ferry ushers, car cleaners, and crews to the yards at Greenwich.

Notice that the old wooden tower at STADIUM was still in place at the time of this photograph.
