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In this photograph from an early 1950’s game, the Military Academy band starts the Long Gray Line’s procession from Greenwich Yard to Municipal Stadium. The front of the band is marching under what is now I-95. Lincoln Financial Field, where this year’s game will be played, would be built almost 50 years later just yards to the left of the Ford car and service truck. 
For all you railfans notice the thin wisps of coal smoke in the upper right corner of the photograph coming from the train that is servicing the steam boilers on the electric locomotives.
