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Recently a collection of old Pennsylvania Railroad Photographs of the 

Army – Navy Game and the trains that served the stadium were unearthed.

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It is 1958 and in this photograph looking west we see the Navy Band returning to their train of B&O coaches. USN cruisers line Broad Street in the Reserve Basin at the Navy Yard, The Pennsy’s grain elevator at Girard Point is in the upper center of the photograph. Two G motors are ready to back onto their trains for the ride home. Above the second P70 coach on the right you can see the masonry structure that replaced the wooden tower at Stadium in 1942. Today almost all of the detail in background including the grain elevator is obscured by I-95.
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
