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Recently a collection of old Pennsylvania Railroad Photographs of the 

Army – Navy Game and the trains that served the stadium were unearthed.

This is the 32nd in a series of photographs.

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This photograph could be from the 1955 game. It was taken from the top of the south end of the stadium.

The rear of the print is marked E.R. Brittingham, Photographer.
It is early in the arrival process, notice that the great GG-1 powered fleet has not yet arrived at Greenwich Yard. The Army train from West Point is on your far left and there is one train (left of center) at Greenwich with a PRR business car attached to the rear. Notice the Gray Line Tour bus on the left and the Public Service Coordinated Transit bus on your right. The large structures at the top of the photograph are the hangers at what was then the Naval Aviation Experimentation Center at Mustin Field. The Delaware River is just behind the hangers.
