A PRR C1 Back in Steam

      Between the years 1925 and 1927, the 
Pennsylvania Railroad©s Juniata Shops constructed 90 
large 0-8-0 steam locomotives that were designed for 
heavy shifting and short transfer runs. They were 
given the class C1 designation. They were the largest 
shifters of this wheel arrangement anywhere. Many 
railroads used and liked the 0-8-0 type locomotives, 
but on the Pennsy, their sheer size and weight, 
comparable to a road engine, soon found them seeing 

less and less work. The lack of a lead truck doing 
yard work wasn©t helping either. The PRR eventually 
relied on the 2-8-0 and the 2-10-0 for major yard 
assignments. 
 
     But the C1 did see action in numerous areas, 
including Philadelphia, Wilmington, Baltimore, 
Cleveland, Pitcairn, Mahoning, Canton, Conway, and 
Columbus among others. Most were dropped from 
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active service between the late 1940©s and 1953. 
According to one source, one particular C1, #6638 
was dropped from service in 1940. (A bit more on 
that one later [ed. note – look closely at the photo of 
the model].) Of the 90 C1©s built none of them were 
kept for preservation purposes.  
  
     In model form the PRR C1 has been around for 
quite some time. In HO scale, they were imported by 
NJCB in the 1970©s and later by Key Imports in the 
1990©s. In O scale, Max Gray started importing them 
from Japan in 1957, and I believe they were 
continued by US Hobbies in the mid 1960©s.  
 
     In late 2007 I acquired one of those early Max 
Gray C1 models. The model was then 50 years old, 
and it sure did look it. It was a tired-looking model 
with a plain black paint job with plenty of chips, 
dried up flaking decals, dried grease and oil in its 
joints, and plenty of dust laying on the boiler and 
tender. The previous owner had also used it on an 
outside third rail layout so it even had those pickup 
shoes still applied to the loco and tender. The last 
time the C1 ran was probably in the 1970©s. I thought 
the model deserved a better fate. I decided to restore 
the C1 and, while at it, upgrade it where I could.  
 
     With plenty of photos on hand, I started my 
research. Comparing details in those photos and those 
found on the model it was easy to see what needed to 
be done. After tearing down the loco and prepping it 
for reassembly, I removed some of the cruder brass 
castings of the late 1950 time period and installed 

new Precision Scale details such as the bell, whistle, 
air compressor, headlight and pilot marker lamps. I 
also removed the engineer’s side boiler steps that 
shouldn©t have been there, replaced the smoke box 
front steps and the vertical steps on the pilot that lead 
to the running boards with parts scratch built to look 
more like the prototype. I felt this was enough to 
make the locomotive look much better. 
   
     The tender was a different story. I believe it 
represents the 70-S-66 class, as built or one of its 
subclass types. But there was something that didn©t 
look right. The tender had no rear steps and no rear 
side stirrup steps, only a generic-looking step that 
was applied. So, out came my Dremel and with a few 
precise cuts and a little filing, the bottom half of 
those generic steps was removed. In its place I 
soldered on some fabricated stirrups. That looked 
much better. I then prepped the rear of the tender 
frame for the addition of some foot board assemblies. 
These were fabricated with bits of strip brass. A 
resistance soldering unit came in very handy here! 
 
     For the tender deck detailing, I added Precision 
Scale marker lamps and a headlight. The detailing on 
the rear of the tender needed some attention as well. 
For some reason the model came with no tender 
ladder. In its place were two boiler type steps up the 
middle. I removed those, filled the voids with solder 
and installed a 4 rung ladder on the right rear face of 
the tender.  I finished it up with a junction box and 
some conduit to the marker lamps and called it quits 
on the redetailing. 
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     After several trips to the blasting booth to be sure 
all was clean and ready for painting, a good soapy 
bath was given to all of the parts. My normal paint 
job was then applied to this O scale model. These 
days I mainly use Poly Scale. Their "Brunswick 
Green" and "Steam Power Black" are the main colors 
used. About an 80-20 mix to start and then a layered 
weathering with a handful of other color mixes to 

suit.  Numbering this C1 was an easy choice for me. I 
acquired the real 6638 number plate some time ago 
and I figured what better way to display the two 
items? So to finish, Champ decals were used to letter 
and number this once sad-looking C1 model into a 
rejuvenated 6638, on the siding and ready for some 
future service.
